1st Trade Fair for Deburring and Polishing Technology from 13 to 15 October 2015 in Karlsruhe
DeburringEXPO Premiere with 106 Exhibitors from Eleven Countries
A trade fair for deburring and polishing technology will be held for the first time at the Karlsruhe Exhibition Centre from the 13th through the 15th of October, 2015. 106 exhibitors from eleven countries will participate at the premiere event of DeburringEXPO. Visitors will be awaited by a comprehensive portfolio of products and services distinguished by numerous innovations for the quality-relevant manufacturing steps of deburring, rounding and polishing. The three-day DeburringEXPO expert forum will offer attractive additional value, to which visitors will be admitted free of charge.
Deburring, rounding and polishing belong to the quality-relevant processes in practically all areas of contemporary manufacturing. “Despite the great significance of product precision and quality, many companies suffer from a lack of information about how these manufacturing steps can be conducted reliably, reproducibly and cost-effectively, and about which processes are best suited for the respective requirements. This led us to the idea of developing a presentation and information platform for deburring, rounding and polishing”, explains Hartmut Herdin, managing director of trade fair promoters fairXperts GmbH & Co. KG. The result is DeburringEXPO, at whose premiere 106 exhibitors from eleven countries will be on hand from the 13th through the 15th of October, 2015. The countries with the most exhibitors include Germany, Switzerland and Italy. Three Asian companies will be on hand. The large number of exhibitors and high levels of internationalism – 23% of the participating companies come from outside of Germany – impressively reflect the importance placed on a specialised trade fair for suppliers from this industry sector.
Comprehensive, Representative, Innovative Offerings
The exhibitors will present a complete, representative spectrum of products and services ranging from deburring and polishing systems right on up to tooling and quality control. “In addition to encouraging facts and figures, we’re especially pleased that for numerous companies DeburringEXPO, right from its very first edition, is the platform at which they will present their new solutions and further developments”, reports Hartmut Herdin. For example, these include a newly developed tool whose cutting geometry is matched to the trimming situation and takes advantage of the positioning of the burrs in space to remove them in a controlled manner. The tool makes it possible to automate manual deburring of cross-drilled holes for reliable results with machining centres. A system developed especially for polishing deep-drawing and mould-making tools will also be presented. It permits efficient, automatic, high-gloss polishing of punches, dies, embossing tools and injection moulds, as well as tabletting tools and cores – regardless of contour. A solution for cryogenic deburring of metal die castings, rubber parts and plastic parts with liquid nitrogen will also be showcased. Moulded parts are thus furnished with the final surface quality required before assembly. A further innovation is a duplex disc-brush for mechanised surface finishing whose bristles are cast directly into the base. Thanks to its excellent dimensional stability, is assures highly precise and homogenous deburring, edge rounding and smoothing. An innovation for quality control will be presented in the form of a new inline inspection system. It detects deburring and rounding defects in die castings directly in the production line. This makes it possible to measure the depths of nine million surface points, accurate to the micron, in less than one tenth of a second. The size of the measuring field can be matched to the respective application.
Added Value: Knowledge and an Exchange of Experience
On all three days of the trade fair, DeburringEXPO visitors will also have the opportunity of deepening their knowledge concerning deburring, rounding and polishing at the expert forum held in German. The programme is broken down into six presentation sessions with a total of 27 speakers covering the following topics: Fundamentals, knowledge and practical examples regarding the minimisation of burrs; Deburring processes: erosive and mechanical deburring; Tool development; Measuring technology for edge processing and surface finishing. Participation at the expert forum is free of charge for visitors.
